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School Tours Policy
· The overall, organisation, planning and co-ordination of school tours are the responsibility of one of the Special Duties Teachers. 
· School tours generally take place in the months of May/June. 
· A list of recent destinations for school tours is available from the Special Duties Teacher. 
· Parents/guardians are informed of the destination, itinerary, costing, clothing and food requirements in advance of tours.
· Pupils’ behaviour on tours is expected to comply with the standard set down in the School’s Code of Behaviour. 
· A list of reminders in relation to children with specific medical needs is circulated to teachers in advance of school tours.  
· First Aid kit accompanies all tours.
· The level of supervision required on tours is the same as for other school activities.  SNA’s travel on tours. 1:15 or lower in cases of Special Ed.
· School go on 3 tours for Infants, Middle Classes (1st-3rd) and Senior (4th-6th).
· Outings take place on 3 different days.
· Any classes not on tour attend school as normal.
· All buses hired for tours must have a Road Passenger Operator Licence.
